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Introduction

In the context of the anthropocentric paradigm, human perception of the world
is understood as a fundamental phenomenon that shapes the formation of
human consciousness and cultural self-awareness. In essence, individuals
create an anthropocentric space in their consciousness that defines their
spiritual essence, guides their behavioral motivations, and forms a hierarchical

structure of values.

It should also be noted that human perception of the world is not immune to
error. This fact leads to continuous evolutionary change in perception. It is the
dynamic nature of perception that determines the constant transformation of

human linguistic consciousness.

While talking about consciousness, we mean an abstract, non-material form of
understanding and reflection on reality. Understanding and reflection on
reality are possible through concepts, mental representations, and mental
images intertwined with language, culture, and social existence in specific

historical contexts.

According to the fundamental tenet of linguistic anthropocentrism, the world
is perceived as a unity of facts rather than just a simple set of objects. The
study of the mentioned set implies understanding its essence - the semantic
core. This paradigm demands modern linguistics to continue to expand the
boundaries of its research and strive to overcome its methodological

limitations.

The anthropocentric perspective creates new scientific challenges, since the

study of anthropocentrism requires the development of integral approaches.



The relevance of the research is determined by its complexity: the research is
carried out at the intersection of psycholinguistics, sociolinguistics, cognitive

linguistics, and axiological linguistics.

The relevance of the research was also determined by the need to specify the

theoretical and methodological aspects of linguistic axiology.

The goal of the research is to reveal the ethnocentric specificity of the
worldview within the framework of the anthropocentric paradigm by
identifying variables and constants in different content-based axiological

fields on the example of modern English and Georgian.

The implementation of the goal required answering the following research

questions:

What type of structural model can the axiological field of a concept be

represented by in modern English and Georgian languages?

Does the axiological field have a hierarchical structure typical of the linguistic
field in general? In other words, are there any segments in the axiological field

being dominant in relation to each other?

What types of elements can be similar (universal) in axiological fields

constructed in both languages?

What types of elements can be different (unique) in axiological fields

constructed in different languages?

How can national mentality, culture, and historical experience influence the

profile of axiological fields constructed in different languages?



What can ensure the stability/variability of an element in the axiological field,
in other words, what can ensure the status (dominance/non-dominance) of
elements, and consequently, the preservation/change of the place of an

element in the axiological field?

What similarities (constants) can be observed when comparing languages, and

what might be the basis for their universality?

What differences (variables) can dominate when contrasting languages, and
what can be associated with their uniqueness?

How can the axiological fields of concepts change over time in modern
English and Georgian?

What trends can be identified in terms of modernization and transformation of
axiological signs?

The goal turned out to be achievable by the implementation of such stages of
the research as:

Development of a complex methodology for analyzing the features of
linguistic consciousness;

Determination of the degree of openness/closure of linguistic consciousness -
the degree of receptivity/non-receptivity to possible changes due to time and
space;

Identification of the features of the meaning of a “living” word, which allows
observing the peculiarities of the functioning of linguistic units in the lives of
carriers of a particular language and culture.

Beyond the above stages, there is a need to clarify such issues as:
Identification of the repertoires of components of different content-based
axiological fields in modern English and Georgian languages;

Analysis of components of axiological fields in terms of their dominance/non-



dominance and constancy/variability;

Clarification of the factors determining the dominance/non-dominance and
constancy/variability of components of axiological fields;

Identification of the factors determining the staticity and dynamism of
axiological fields with different content determinations in modern English and
Georgian languages;

Identification of the factors ensuring the balance between the staticity and
dynamism of axiological fields and causing imbalance of axiological fields;
Analogizing and contrasting the repertoire of components of different content-
based axiological fields in modern English and Georgian.

The solution to the above tasks required the synthesis of qualitative and
quantitative research methods, as well as the use of methods relevant to
linguoculturology, contrastive linguistics, intercultural communication,
psycholinguistics, sociolinguistics, and cultural anthropology.

The research material was obtained from dictionaries, interviews with
respondents, and a free association experiment.

The following provisions are fundamental to the work:

The concept of an axiological field - a conceptual framework - ensuring the
dynamics of human values and their interaction in individuals and societies is
the basis of views, principles, and ideologies.

The specificity of the content of the axiological field is determined by the
multifactorial interaction among values, points of view, norms, ideologies, and
cultural contexts.

The values and ideals of national culture are objectified in the linguistic
valorative category.

The result of linguistic conceptualization of the world is reflected in the

valorative worldview, being the component of the national linguistic



worldview.
Within the framework of the valorative worldview, valorative meanings and

contents as a system of axiologically marked concepts are subject to research;
The linguistic worldview represents a specific scheme fixed in the language

for perceiving reality by a given linguistic community.

Between the object and the word denoting this object, there exists a concept,
determined by the culture of a specific linguistic community and by that

linguistic community’s distinctive way of world vision.

The way of perceiving and organizing (conceptualizing) the world is both
universal and particularized (unique); at the intersection of the universal and
the unique, meanings are bound together into a unified system of viewpoints
(collective philosophy);

The linguistic worldview is the deepest layer of the general national
worldview, reflecting the human way of viewing the world through language.
The linguistic worldview shapes a human's attitude toward the world and
guides his/her orientation in it.

The process of value formation and the dynamics of social relations are
mutually dependent.

Value orientations and ideals shape the orientation of individual's activity,
determining the direction of his/her social behavior.

Values are inaccessible to direct perception; however, the description and
analysis of the value system is possible, since we use language, since the
vocabulary of the language includes words behind which there are meanings
including the concept of value.

As for the hypotheses of the research, it is conceivable that:

In different content-based axiological fields constructed in modern English

and Georgian, there should be universal constants similarly realized in both



languages, although at the same time, axiological variables determined by
national mentality and cultural-historical experience should exist.

Axiological fields should highlight the typological correlation between the
core (constants) and peripheral (variables) zones of a concept: in both
languages, the axiological fields of concepts should comprise a stable core and

a dynamic periphery;

In Georgian, different content-based axiological fields should be more
intensively marked by collectivist philosophy, while in English, individualistic
and functional-pragmatic values should dominate.

The methodology for studying the features of linguistic consciousness is
complex. The difficulties associated with methodological complexity can be
overcome by developing theoretical substantiation of the cognitive-discursive
approach to analysis, as well as by employing the methods and experimental
procedures aimed at actualizing content-producing processes (natural
semiosis).

The value is one of the essential concepts in the humanities. The category of
value is studied by philosophy, sociology, psychology, political science, etc.
Each of the above-mentioned sciences has developed its own approaches and
research methods determined by the specifics of the research goals and
thinking space. It should be mentioned that modern scientific literature does
not suffer a scarcity of the works devoted to axiology. Despite intense interest
in the field of axiology, the theoretical and methodological aspects, and the
analysis of the cultural, social, and psychological foundations of values, still
require some specification. The specification of the theoretical and
methodological aspects of the research, the analysis of the cultural, social and
psychological foundations of values determines the theoretical significance of

the research. In other words, the theoretical significance of the research lies in



the development of the methodology ensuring the basis for understanding the
features of linguistic consciousness, and developing the strategy for analyzing
linguistic consciousness.

The scientific novelty of the research is revealed by the analogical-contrastive
comparison of English and Georgian axiological fields, as well as by the
determination of the axiological potential of English phraseological units.
The practical value of the research is determined by the validity of the
research data for the courses in linguoculturology, contrastive linguistics,
intercultural communication, psycholinguistics, sociolinguistics, and cultural
anthropology.

The structure of the work includes an introduction, chapters, subchapters, , a

conclusion, and a bibliography.

The introduction substantiates the relevance and scientific novelty of the
research; the research purpose, the tasks necessary to achieve the goal, the
research stages, the theoretical and practical value of the research, and the

research methodology are also defined in the introduction.

The first chapter - The Worldview, Dominants of Mentality and Value
Constants - focuses on the analysis of dominants of mentality and value
constants, discusses the value orientations and conceptual dominants of

ethnos, and considers the problems of conceptography.

The second chapter - Axiological Aspects in Linguistics and Language -
discusses the basic concepts of axiological analysis, the methods of linguistic
axiological analysis, and the specifics of the psycholinguistic approach to
axiological analysis

The third chapter - The Value Potential of the Phraseological System of the

National Language - is devoted to the specifics of the development of



cognitive models and valorative signs of the concepts “friendship” and
“enmity”, “foolishness” and “intelligence”, “lie” and “truth”, “luck” and
“unluckiness” in English phraseological units.

The fourth chapter - Cultural, Age and Gender Variables - A Comparative
Analysis of the Value Orientations of Young People and Adults — the concept
of “poverty” in the linguistic worldview of English and Georgian societies is

analyzed.

The fifth chapter - Statics and Dynamics - presents the content and structural
features of English and Georgian axiological fields and explains the reasons

for their staticity and dynamism.
Conclusion

The axiological field is an ordered and heterogeneous continuum of
psychomental and cognitive-semantic units of the ethnos.

The heterogeneity of the axiological field is a manifestation of the variability
of its elements in terms of their valorization and the degree of interiorization
in the linguocultural consciousness.

The systemic nature of the axiological field is based on the functioning of
laws and principles of systemology in it; These laws and principles ensure the
non-chaotic and orderly arrangement of the elements in the axiological field.
The specifics of the organization of the axiological field is determined by the
specifics of the conceptualization of real and imaginary worlds.

Along with the change in the way of conceptualization of the world by
humans, the configuration of axiological fields is transformed: some values
disappear; some values are replaced by new ones, and some values are subject
to reconsideration.

Over time, axiological fields undergo some modifications including: the



change of number of constants and variables; the change of status of values;
transformation of cognitive-semantic connections between values; fluctuation
in the degree of predictability of the presence or absence of values in the
axiological field.

Along with the transformation of the axiological field of the concept, the
linguistic worldview also changes; This change is accompanied by a
revaluation of concepts and, accordingly, by a change in the axiological field
of the concept.

The variability of the axiological field implies: the disappearance of
conceptual ideologemes from the vocabulary of native speakers; A cardinal
change in the axiological pole of conceptual ideologemes, in other words, the
transformation of a positive valorative sign into a negative valorative sign.

In the constructed axiological fields weakening of the valorative component of
the concept, strengthening of the valorative component of the concept,
disappearance of a concept with a weakened valorative component,
replacement of a concept with a weakened valorative component by a concept
with a strong valorative component are observed.

Despite the variability of the axiological fields of concepts, most of them still
maintain stability, though the degree of synergistic stability varies.

An axiological field can maintain the degree of synergistic stability to the
extent to which it is able to regulate the disappearance and emergence of

values in it. Accordingly:

1. The higher the potential of the axiological field to regulate the changes
occurring in it, the higher the degree of synergistic stability of this axiological
field.

2. The lower the potential for self-regulation of the axiological field, the lower

the degree of the synergistic stability of this axiological field.



The dynamics of axiological fields are determined by the laws of ontology and
phylogenesis. These are the laws ensuring the disappearance of one or another
value from the composition of the axiological field. It should also be noted
that the value that has lost its relevance for either individual or collective
consciousness disappears from the axiological field.

In addition, the aforementioned laws ensure the integration of new units into
the axiological fields.

The dynamics of axiological fields is based on synergistic processes such as
mitigation and intensification.

Mitigation causes exclusion from axiological fields those units that no longer
correspond to a specific socio-cultural unity, while intensification facilitates
incorporation in the axiological fields the units acquiring relevance in

response to new social developments.

The difference between the English and Georgian axiological fields implies
the difference in values, mentalities, typical forms of reasoning about
phenomena, systems of views and representations, ethnic-mental principles,
and ways of speaking and thinking in the English and Georgian linguistic and
cultural societies.

The analysis of the features of the constructed fields revealed that:

The axiological field is characterized by a hierarchical structure characteristic
of the linguistic field. In other words, the existence of mutually dominant
segments - the core and the periphery - is evident in the axiological field.
The core of the axiological fields in modern English and Georgian is
represented by similar (universal) elements, while the periphery is represented
by different (unique) elements.

The basis of the universality of the elements is their universal significance,

and the basis of the uniqueness of the elements is their significance for a



specific culture.

The core of the axiological fields constructed in modern English and Georgian
consists of constants, while the periphery comprises variables.

The stability/variability of an element correlates with the dominance/non-
dominance of the element, and accordingly, with the high or low potential of
the element to maintain its place in the axiological field.

The dominant values of the axiological field not only shape individual
behavior but also influence social norms, interpersonal relationships, and
institutional practices in Georgian society. Despite these values being
dominant, it should be noted that Georgian society, like any other, is diverse
and dynamic - in Georgian society, the variability of interpretations and
representations of these values is evident across contexts and generations.
The similarity between the English and Georgian axiological fields is a
manifestation of the universality of human values and principles. Constants
transcend cultural boundaries, reflect fundamental aspects of human nature,
and constitute fundamental elements of both English and Georgian societies.
The difference in the English and Georgian axiological fields reflects the
unique cultural, historical, and socio-political contexts of English and
Georgian societies, which shape the values, norms, and behavior of

individuals in each culture.

Over time, the configuration of axiological fields changes in the English
language: a focus on individual rights and the replacement of old values with
new values are observed.

The configuration of axiological fields in the Georgian language is also
subject to change: the coexistence of two trends is becoming increasingly
noticeable: the first trend implies strengthening of traditional values, while the

second trend evidences the increase in the importance of European-liberal



values.

The axiological field, as a construct, is both open and closed at the same time.
The openness of the axiological field implies receptivity to temporally and
specially determined changes, while the closure implies resistance to temporal
and special changes.

The manifestation of the openness of the axiological field is its dynamism,
while the manifestation of closure is its staticity.

The dynamism of the axiological field ensures transformation of the
configuration of the construct - its adaptation to temporally and specially
determined changes, while staticity leads to the invariance of the configuration

of the construct in time and space.

The dynamics of axiological fields in English and Georgian are diverse and
changeable. This dynamics reflects the complex interaction of cultural,
historical, social, and linguistic factors shaping individual and collective value
systems.

The balance between the staticity and dynamism of axiological fields is a
necessary condition for maintaining the stability of human values in a
constantly changing world and for adapting them to new realities.

The balance in axiological fields is the equilibrium between the main static
values and dynamic evolutionary forces. This balance ensures the internal
stability of axiological fields, the consistency, inheritance, and continuity of

human values.

The static nature of axiological fields, including fundamental values and
principles, serves as a coordinator for behavior adhering to the norms
recognized by a particular society. Static values ensure the internal stability of

axiological fields and the consistency, inheritance, and continuity of human



values. Static values strengthen human values in the times of social changes
and cultural shifts.

At the same time, the axiological field is subject to dynamic evolution.
Dynamic forces contribute to adaptation to new realities and social progress.
Dynamic forces ensure the continuous transformation of ethical paradigms.
Axiological imbalance leads to: disruption of social unity; ethical dilemmas;
loss of trust in institutions; growth of social tension; stagnation and lack of
innovation.

The transformation of the configuration of the axiological field is influenced
by:

Global trends: hybridization of universal values; strengthening of gender and
democratic values, etc.

Local (linguistic-cultural) trends: coexistence of traditional values
characteristic of Georgian culture with Western norms; reframing of existing
concepts, etc.

In summary, the research outcomes revealed the validity of the hypothesis
formulated at the initial stage - the trends and patterns identified in the
research are in full compliance with the predicted results.

Thus, the research outcomes fully confirmed that:

There are universal constants similarly realized in the axiological fields
constructed in both languages, while at the same time, axiological variables
determined by national mentality and cultural-historical experience are also
recorded.

In axiological fields, a typological correlation of the core (constants) and
periphery (variables) is evident: in both languages, the axiological fields
comprise a stable core and a dynamic periphery.

In Georgian, axiological fields are more intensely marked by collectivist



philosophy, while in English, individualistic and functional-pragmatic values

dominate.
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
